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INTERNATIONAL ECONOMIC RELATIONS BETWEEN UKRAINE AND CANADA

Ukraine-Canada relations in recent years have been gaining momentum in recent years;
Canada and Ukraine cooperate in all spheres of public life. Foreign relations between the two
countries go further on despite the impact of the financial crisis and other problems existing in
Ukraine and Canada.

Especially useful for the purpose of this study were the works of a number of specialists:
A.G. Gaydutsky, . Solomko, Yu.G. Odegov, A.Yu. Skachko, O.A. Kozlov, A. Muhachev, and
many others.

Research purpose is to study the state of international relations between Ukraine and Canada,
and the prospects for their development.

In 2010, Canada was actively involved in reforming of the judicial and juvenile law in
Ukraine. On 18 May 2010, in the State Judicial Administration of Ukraine there was a working
meeting between the leaders of Ukrainian-Canadian project on judicial reform and the State
Court Administration of Ukraine. The meeting reviewed the activities implemented within the
framework of the Ukrainian-Canadian project on judicial reform and outlined the order of action
for the near future. In particular, the participants of the meeting discussed the publication of a
manuaj for courts «Modem management in the court», developed by the Ukrainian-Canadian
project together with the State Judicial Administration of Ukraine.

The aim of the Ukrainian-Canadian project on judicial reform is the promotion of the rule of
law in Ukraine by improving and strengthening the independence, efficiency, transparency and
accessibility of the judicial system and judges.

The second stage of Canada's project on judicial reform is designed for a 4-year period,
which began in November 2006. The main objectives of the project are to improve access to
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
